Almighty and everliving God, who in thy holy Word hast taught us to make
prayers, and supplications, and to give thanks for all men: Receive these our
prayers which we offer unto thy divine Majesty, beseeching thee to inspire
continually the Universal Church with the spirit of truth, unity, and concord;
and grant that all those who do confess thy holy Name may agree in the truth
of thy holy Word, and live in unity and godly love.

Give grace, O heavenly Father, to all bishops and other ministers, especially
Michael, our Presiding Bishop; Doug, our Bishop; David, our Interim Dean; and
all the clergy who serve at the cathedral... that they may, both by their life and
doctrine, set forth thy true and lively Word, and rightly and duly administer
thy holy Sacraments. Also give grace to our Chapter, Dean Search Committee,
and for those candidates who will discern their calling to serve as our new
dean. In our diocesan cycle of prayer, we pray for St. Mary's, Dade City,

St. John's, Brooksville, St. Peter's, Plant City, St. John the Divine, Sun City
Center, and in Tampa: Grace Church, St. Andrew's, St. Chad's, St. Clement's,
and St. Francis'.

And to all thy people give thy heavenly grace, and especially to this
congregation here present; that, with meek heart and due reverence, they may
hear and receive thy holy Word, truly serving thee in holiness and
righteousness all the days of their life.
